Why does self review often miss obvious problems?
Your brain fills in gaps based on intention instead of what is written.
How does AI see mistakes differently than you do?
It reads the text exactly as written without prior familiarity.
What types of errors should AI catch first?
Grammar issues, awkward phrasing, unclear transitions, and tone inconsistencies.
